RELIGIOUS KNOWLEDGE 
WHAT IS A CHURCH? 

 Each religion has its own special center for its ceremonies, 
rituals, prayers, and gathering place, which are called by different 
names. 
 During the pagan period, the place of worship was called 
MEHIAN, sometimes TEMPLE. The Movsian religion is the TEMPLE, now 
also known as SINAKAK. To the Christians, the CHURCH, and the 
Evangelicals also use the term ASSEMBLY. 
 The word "church" is a transliteration of the Greek word 
"EGLIZIA" and means society, people or group of believers. 
 The founder and head of the Church is Jesus Christ, according to 
whom believers gathered in the name of God. 
 The church, and in particular the Armenian Church, is called 
apostolic because it was founded and spread by the works and 
preachings of the apostles. 
 In the Nicene Creed we read "faith and only one universal and 
apostolic holy church" ․ Therefore, the church is one, holy, universal, and 
apostolic. 

1 ․ By "one" or "union" we mean the doctrinal or doctrinal union 
of the Church, the doctrinal identity of the person of Jesus, the Holy 
Trinity, and the teachings of the Bible. 
 The differences of nations, the different languages or 
geographical distances spoken by them, as well as the differences of 
rituals cannot be an obstacle for the union. 

According to which, the church should be one, but the doctrinal 
issues that have arisen over the centuries have caused divisions in 
Christianity and the formation of churches with different names. 

2 ․ The church is holy because its founder, Jesus Christ, is a saint, 
as are the apostles and those who are martyred for the Christian faith in 
general. 

The church is also holy with its true creed and preaching, its 
virtuous conduct and morals, its sound religious upbringing, and its 
moral teachings. 

The church is also sacred as a place of worship because it is 
anointed and rejoices in the presence of God. 

3 ․ In general, we understand the cosmic nature of the church. 
KATOGHIKE means GENERAL. The church is universal and is the property 
of all nations. Its duration is also eternal. 

 
 

 
 
4 ․ Finally, the Church is Apostolic because it was founded by the 

apostles. 
The apostles heeded Jesus' message, "As the Father has sent 

me, even so I send you." Therefore go and make disciples of all nations. 
Baptize them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Ghost. Mat ․ 28-18-19 They  traveled four corners of the earth, baptized 
the Gentiles, preached the gospel, preached the gospel of the 
Resurrection of Christ, and founded a church. 

The church, as a people and a society, is divided into two parts. 
a. Andrankats or Victory Church 
And 
b ․ Military Church 
By Andrankats or Victorious Church we mean the Heavenly 

Church, the assembly of angels and saints, or the whole, who live in 
heaven and have already fought against evil and triumphed. While the 
Military Church lives in this world and is in the fight against evil. 

The Military Church is also divided into two parts. 
1 ․ The Teaching Church, which is the ministry of the church, the 

clergy. 
2 ․ The Student Church, which is the believing people to whom 

the Gospel is preached. 
The Church, as a Christian institution, has a duty not only to 

perform rituals and worship, but also to follow the religious upbringing 
of people, the salvation of souls, the establishment of mutual love and 
respect, the realization of justice and the practice of the Gospel. 

And in our Diaspora Armenian life, the church also has a 
different meaning and content for us. Living for hundreds of years 
without statehood in a communal state, in many countries our church is 
officially recognized as a representative and rightful owner of the 
Armenians. 

The Prelacies operating in the communities, with their churches, 
schools and other cultural institutions, are at the same time the beacons 
of the people's identity and national identity.
